Tagore's urge to create harmonious and healthy
environment is really a step forward to bring the
'Utopia' through poetry. 'Gitanjali' is an
innermost expression to address various
humanism and spiritual related issues. It makes

Tagore's poetry universally applied.

In the modern world, people wish to attain
spirituality, or even 'mukt' by meditating or
reflecting on their own selves and egos; they go
to happiness programs to calm their agitated
minds; they believe in God and follow all the
rituals to be one with him and to thank Him for
their own purpose; and in all these self-centered
activities, they forget to love each other.
People insult the poor, treat beggars unfairly,
disregard workers, harm the environment, and
even kill rivals for personal gain. In this sense,
Rabindranath's India has evolved into a
'Utopian' society in which "spiritual humanism"
governs everything. The concept of 'spiritual
humanity' addresses people in their secular lives
rather than in a church setting. Spiritual
humanism does not hold to any teachings and
rejects the ontological reality of God.

Spiritual experiences of love for all people and

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oneness with the cosmos are encouraged by the

fundamental principles of "

spiritual
humanism." Instead than advocating for
asceticism, deliverance, or disengagement from
worldly pleasure, it encourages people to
appreciate all living things and to appreciate the
world's aesthetic beauty. Using a scientific
investigation of the long-standing societal
ideology, spiritual humanism combines
traditional religious conduct with a rational and
radical approach to societal issues and disputes.
Since nature greatly influences human
behavior, spiritual humanism emphasizes the
preservation of natural resources and the
ritualistic celebration of seasons and cycles. It
values happy and healthy lives and views all
people as equals, rejecting caste, race, and
gender discrimination.

The admiration of the past, present,
and future is emphasized by spiritual
humanism. Since the past creates the present
and shapes the future, if we had sowed the seed
in the past, our present would be lovely and our
future would be safe. Food sharing, according
to spiritual humanism, is the expression of
"God within us," strengthens social
interactions, and relieves the stress or load of
daily life. Despite coming from a wealthy family,
Tagore promoted equality and human dignity,
denounced the Indian custom of exclusion and
seclusion, and envisioned a nation free from all
distinctions based on caste, creed, community,
and ethnicity. He sought to convey via his
poetry and music that love and service to others
are the only ways to achieve spirituality.
According to Swami Vivekananda, "Let these
be your God: the poor, the illiterate, the
ignorant, the afflicted." Recognize that the
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ultimate religion is selfless service to these. The
work that won the Nobel Prize, "Gitanjali," is a
voyage from the limited to the infinite and a
song-offering to God with extreme
humanitarian devotion. Man cannot become
spiritual by closing his eyes, ears, tongue, and
five senses and reciting mantras in front of an
idol, according to Tagore. Instead, he can
obtain his "Brahma" by working with other
people on this planet. According to "spiritual
humanism," which holds that as the human
body is the temple of the living God, loving one
another is equivalent to loving the Almighty,
and serving one another is equivalent to serving
the Supreme, Immanent Will.

The "poorest, the lowliest, and the lost" are
where God is found, not at the temple. He
exhorts people to forgo all religious attire and
idolatry in favor of embracing labor rather than
praying for "deliverance." Selfishness and
limited individuality have no place in Tagore's
spiritualism; as we are all a part of the "great
chain of being," it is critical to recognize our
interconnectedness with the wider universe.
Ironies abound in our culture. We wish to live a
quiet life but are envious of others'
advancements; we seek inner peace but are
quick to criticize others; we boast about our
civilization and technology but embrace
ancient myths and superstitions; we revere God
but not charity.

Simply put, spiritual humanism is a humanistic
perspective that worships human relationships
as God. Spirituality may be acquired by feeding
the poor, assisting the needy, and loving others.
We don't need a fancy setting to meditate on
understanding ourselves, or to face our ego like
that. Instead of pleading for your personal
salvation or redemption, immerse yourself in
empathy, kindness, and compassion for others
and experience the inner peace that brings you
closer to God. We should unite under the

humanitarian fervor of Tagore, deify the entire
material universe, unveil the mystique of God,

and launch a joint endeavor to create a more

livable world.
Rabindranath Tagore drew inspiration for his

humanistic and spiritual viewpoint from nature,
man, and Brahma, or God. From "body to
society, from society to totality, and from
totality to the spiritual domain," he believed,
was the path to spiritual growth. The universal
power was thus entwined with the song of the
soul. However, this blending of the natural and
human worlds was necessary for this to occur.
To Tagore, the touch of light, air, affection,
love, bliss, pleasure, and energy seemed to
reverberate throughout the human body, as
though it were embedded in a mystical flute.
Sufism, the Brahma Samaj, the Bauls, the
romantic movements of the day, and the
Vedanta philosophy of the Upanishads may
have had an impact on him, but in some ways,
Tagore's opinions were his own.

Thus, "Oh bird, my
bird / blind, don't fold your wings now" in
"Kalpana" represents a fresh sense of
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eagerness for self-expansion. This recipe for
self-revival included the spirit of the cosmos.
Anobachchhinna Ami's poetry "I saw under the
infinite sky / I rock while seated on the swing of
light" further illustrates this inseparability of
the ego. Rabindranath's soul could harmonize
with the universe at the 'Geetanjali-Geetimalya-
Geetali' phase. Lost in the one voice of the land
and the sea, the ground and the sky, the waves
and the woodlands.

Rabindranath's spiritualism had permeated
every part of his existence, and he saw nature
and people as representations of God. He said
in a letter, "If I have realized God or got any
hint about him, then it was from this world, its
people, trees, animals, dust and soil from all
these objects." Therefore, as we see in the
volumes of "Geetanjali," "Geetimalya," and
"Geetali," the poet understands God as the
most important thing to man and his friend
throughout difficult times. In 'Balaka' (1916), he
portrayed God as the one who determines
human fate.

The poet's
sincere desire to see India free and its people
completely compassionate so that it might
stand tall among the nations was expressed in
the poem's plea and appeal to God. Although
he did not write a song of insurrection, the
nationalist poet fervently desired for his
nation's independence. The poem has been
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repeated in public, quoted in academic articles,
and said countless times as prayer. By reciting
this poem, which may still be pertinent in the
current Indian scenario even though we are
officially free, I hope to highlight Tagore's
concern for his nation, a perfect patriot as he
was, and to wrap up this work on 'Gitanjali'.

Jawaharlal Nehru, the first Prime Minister of
independent India, played a pivotal role in
shaping the nation's political, economic, and
social landscape.

“At the stroke of the midnight hour, when the
world sleeps, India will awake to life and
freedom.”

First Prime Minister of India (1947-1964):

Who was Shivaji Maharaj?
childhood and Early life When was Shivaji
Maharaj born? Shivaji was born on February 19,
1630, at Shivneri fort, near Junnar, Pune, to
Shahaji Bhosle and Jijabai. His father was a
Maratha commander who possessed the jagirs
of Pune and worked as a general for the Bijapur
Sultanate - a tripartite association of Bijapur,
Ahmednagar, and Golconda. His mother,
Jijabai, was a devoted religious woman and
daughter of Sindkhed founder Lakhujirao
Jadhav. Shivaji was close to his mother, who
taught him a strong sense of justice and
injustice from a very young age.Shivaji spent a
significant period of his life in Pune, where he
was educated under the supervision of a small
council of ministers, including a Peshwa, a
Mazumdar, a Sabnis, a Dabir and a Chief
teacher. Further, he was taught military and
martial arts skills by Kanhoji Jedhe and Baji
Pasalkar. In 1640, he married Saibai Nimbalkar.

Shivaji was a born leader. Soon, he got
well-versed with the Sahyadri mountains
surrounding the Shivneri fort and built a loyal
group from the Maval district by age 15, who
later guided him in his initial victories. The
Shivaji Maharaj Maratha Empire map illustrates
the extensive territories he unified and
governed through his remarkable leadership
and strategic conquests.

Shivaji's Struggles with Bijapur By
1645, the Shivaji maharaj Maratha empire had
acquired several prime areas in the
neighbourhood of Pune from the Bijapur
dynasty, including Torna, Chakan, Kondona,
Singhagarh, and Purandar. Soon, he appeared
as a threat to Mohammad Adil Shah, who

But he was released on the condition that
Shivaji avoids much publicity and further
victories.

Later in 1665, after the death of
Shahaji, Shivaji recommenced his conquests by
getting control over the valley of Javali from
Chandra Rao More, a Bijapur jagirdar. Soon,
Mohammed Adil Shah threatened Shivaji by
sending Afzal Khan to defeat him. On
November 10, 1659, these two met to debate
the terms of the trade. Shivaji was attacked by
Afzal Khan but got saved by his armour.

In response, Shivaji attacked him with a
concealed weapon and ordered his forces to
attack leaderless Bijapur They easily won in the
Battle of Pratapgarh, where the Maratha forces
killed thousands of Bijapur soldiers.

Mohammed Adil Shah sent a huge
force accompanied by General Rustam Zaman,

who Shivaji killed in the Battle of Kolhapur.

Shivaji's Dispute with Mughals When
Shivaji's Maratha army started robbing Mughal
territories near Ahmednagar and Junnar in
1657, Aurangzeb called Shaista Khan, the
governor of the Deccan, who further attacked
Shivajiwith immense force. Shivaji defeated his
large force and expelled him from Pune. During
the Maratha Empire at the time of Shivaji
Maharaj, he faced several attacks by Shaista
Khan, which weakened his position in the

Konkan region.

Aurangzeb sent Jai Singh I with a group
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of 1,50,000 people to capture Shivaji's castles,
robbing their treasures and killing his
defenders. He agreed to the Treaty of Purandar
with Aurangzeb to avoid any nuisance.

Shivaji Maharaj: The Rise of an
Independent Sovereign In 1674, Shivaji was
crowned as an independent ruler, marking the
beginning of the Maratha Empire. A devout
Hindu, he protected his religion and showed
respect for all faiths, including Islam and
Christianity. He welcomed Muslims into his
service and safeguarded their places of
worship. Shivaji led a notable campaign in the
south, forming alliances to stop Mughal
expansion. Despite challenges, including
conflicts with his elder son and internal
disputes, he ruled wisely through a council of
eight ministers. Shivaji's leadership inspired the
oppressed and united them against the Mughal
Empire. He passed away in 1680 at Raigad Fort.

Shivaji's Connection With the British
Maratha empire Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj
maintained a cordial relationship with the
Britishers during his reign until they supported
the Bijapur sultanate against him at the
acquisition of Fort of Panhala in 1660. In
response to their opposition, Shivaji attacked
themin 1670.

This disagreement continued and
several negotiations held between the two
parties to come to an end failed.

Coronation and Rise of Maratha Power
In June 1674, Shivaji was crowned the king of
Marathas at Raigarh in a coronation ceremony
that demonstrated the rise of the Hindu
kingdom in the Muslim-dominated south. He
earned several titles like Chhatrapati (vital
sovereign), Kshatriya Kulavantas (leader of
Kshatriyas), Shakakarta (founder of an era),

and Haindava Dharmodhhaarak (one who
raises the holiness of Hinduism).After the
coronation, the Marathas followed Shivaji's
orders. They launched several aggressive
attempts to unify the majority of Deccan states
and successfully defeated Khandesh, Bijapur,
Karwar, Kolhapur, Janjira, Ramnagar, and

Belgaum.

Shivaji's Administration The
administration imposed by the Maratha empire
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj was greatly
influenced by Deccan administrative
techniques. He appointed a team of eight
ministers (Ashtapradhan) to assist him in
enforcing several policies. These ministers held
significant rights in executing policies imposed
by the king; This group comprised:

The Peshwa or Prime Minister takes
care of all the finance and general
administration matters. The Majumdar, or the
Auditor, maintains the kingdom's accounts and
financial status. The Pandit Rao or Chief
Spiritual Head, oversees the spiritual situation
of the kingdom, such as organising or fixing

dates for spiritual ceremonies etc.

The Dabir, or Foreign Secretary, helps the king
with foreign affairs.

The Senapati, or Military General, handles
every aspect of the military, like recruiting and
training soldiers.

The Nyayadhish or Chief Justice handles laws
and regulations of the Kingdom and their
imposition.

The Mantri or Chronicler maintains records of
the King's daily routine. The Sachiv or
Superintendant who handles royal How Did
Shivaji Maharaj Die?

Shivaji died on April 3, 1680, at 52, at the
Raigarh fort after suffering from illness. This
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led to a disagreement of accession between his
son Sambhaji and his third wife Soyrabai for his
10-year-old son named Rajaram. Sambhaji
brought down Rajaram and sat on the throne

on June 20, 1680.
